Baptism: For children 7 years of age or younger, parents and
godparents (sponsors) must take a baptismal class. The child's
birth certificate and a letter of eligibility from the current
parish of the parents and godparents, if they are not attending
the Cathedral, are required. According to the precepts of the
church, all godparents must be 16 years of age or older,
practicing the faith, and have completed all of their sacraments.
It is possible to have only one sponsor. Baptism may be
received at any age. For unbaptized adults, formation is
available through the OCIA Program. 856-964-1580 EXT. 103

Religious Education: Our Religious Education program
prepares youth (ages 7-15) to receive Baptism, First
Communion (children 6 and older), and Confirmation
(children 10 and older). Please contact the religious education
program at 856-964-1580 EXT. 103. For baptism, registration
is open all year round. Call us and we will assist you.

OCIA: Our OCIA program (Order of Christian Initiation for

Adults) prepares youth (age 16 and older) and adults to receive
baptism, first communion and confirmation. New registrations
are taken throughout the year in our religious education office.

Annulment and Marriage: The necessary preparation
requires that an appointment be made with one of the priests or
deacon. For more information about an annulments, you may
also call the Diocese Tribunal Office: 856-583-6162.

Anointing of the Sick: For extreme unction in the case of
some who is near death, call day or night at 856-964-
1580 and press 2. Call us to schedule an appointment to
receive the sacrament before surgery or in case of serious
mental or physical illness. For communion visits for sick or
elderly parishioners who are unable to attend Mass, call us.

Quinceaiieras or Sweet 16: The young lady should have
completed or be in preparation to complete her sacraments. If
not, Father can offer a blessing for her and we invite her to
enroll in our religious education program.

The Gospel of John (20:1-31)
presents a deeply human and
spiritual journey that begins
in darkness and ends in taith.
It is a path walked not only
by Mary Magdalene, Peter,
the beloved disciple, and
Thomas, but one that we also walk as believers.

Everything begins “on the first day of the week, while it
was still dark” (Jn 20:1). Mary Ma§dalene approaches the
tomb carrying grief, confusion, and sorrow. The death of
Jesus seemed to have ended all hope. Yet what she finds
first is not Jesus, but an empty tomb. This detail is signifi-
cant: often, God begins to work in our lives in ways we do
not immediately understand. What appears to be absence
may actually be the beginning of something new.

Then we see Peter and the beloved disciple running to the
tomb. Both see the same thing, yet they respond di%ferent-
ly. The Gospel tells us that the beloved disciple “saw and
believed” (Jn 20:8). Here we are reminded that faith does
not depend solely on visible proof, but on an interior
openness to the mystery of God. To believe is to trust,
even when not everything is clear.

Later, Jesus appears to the disciples who were gathered
“with the doors locked for fear” (Jn 20:19). This scene
reflects many of our own realities: fear of the future,
insecurities, family struggles, or personal worries. Yet
Jesus does not remain outside; He comes into their midst
and says, “Peace be with you.” He does not come with
reproach, but with peace. This greeting is not merely a
wish, but a gift—the peace that only Christ can give, even
in the midst of uncertainty.

Finally, we encounter Thomas, who openly expresses his
doubt: “Unless I see... I will not believe” (Jn 20:25). His
reaction may seem like disbelief, but it actually reflects a
sincere search. Jesus does not reject Thomas f}(,)r his doubt;
instead, He meets him where he is. In that encounter,
Thomas makes one of the most profound professions of
faith in the Gospel: “My Lord and my God” (Jn 20:28).
This moment teaches us that doubt, when lived sincerely,
can become a path toward a deeper and more mature faith.

The passage concludes with a beatitude addressed to all of
us: “Blessed are those who have not seen and have be-
lieved” (Jn 20:29). This is our reality as Christians today.
‘We have not physically seen the risen Christ, yet we are
called to believe in Him through witness, the Word,

and the living experience of the Church.

This Gospel invites us to reflect: In what areas of my life
am [ still in darkness? What “closed doors” do I need to
open to let Christ enter? Am I willing to believe, even
when I do not have all the answers?

The Resurrection is not only an event of the past; it is a
reality that transforms our present. Christ is alive, and He
continues to come to meet us in our doubts, fears, and
searching hearts, offering us His peace and calling us to a
living faith.

(20, 1-31) nos presenta un
recorrido profundamente
humano y espiritual que
comienza en la oscuridad y
termina en la fe. Es un camino
que no solo vivieron Marfa

) Magdalena, Pedro, el discipulo
amado y Tomas, sino que también recorremos nosotros
como creyentes.

Todo inicia “el primer dia de la semana, cuando ain
estaba oscuro” (Jn 20, 1). Marfa Magdalena se acerca al
sepulcro cargando dolor, confusién y tristeza. La
muerte de Jesus parecia haber puesto fin a toda
esperanza. Sin embargo, lo primero que encuentra no
es a Jesus, sino una tumba vacia. Este detalle es
importante: muchas veces Dios comienza a obrar en
nuestra vida de maneras que no entendemos de
inmediato. La ausencia aparente puede ser, en realidad,
el inicio de algo nuevo.

Luego vemos a Pedro y al discipulo amado corriendo
hacia el sepulcro. Ambos ven lo mismo, pero
reaccionan de manera distinta. El texto nos dice que el
discipulo amado “vio y crey6” (Jn 20, 8). Aqui se nos
recuerda que la fe no depende tnicamente de pruebas
visibles, sino de una apertura interior al misterio de
I{ios. Creer implica confiar incluso cuando no todo esté
claro.

Mis adelante, Jests se aparece a los discipulos que
estaban reunidos “con las puertas cerradas por
miedo” (Jn 20, 19). Esta escena refleja muchas de nues-
tras propias realidades: miedo al futuro, inseguridades,
reocupaciones familiares o personales. Sin embargo,
esus no se queda fuera; I’ entra en medio de ellos’y
les dice: “La paz esté con ustedes”. No llega con
reproches, sino con paz. Este saludo no es simplemente
un deseo, sino un don: la paz que solo Cristo puede dar,
incluso en medio de la incertigumbre.

Finalmente, encontramos a Tomds, quien expresa
abiertamente su duda: “Si no veo... no creer¢”

(Jn 20, 25). Su reaccién puede parecer incredulidad,
pero en realidad refleja una bisqueda sincera. Jesis no
rechaza a Tomads por su duda; al contrario, sale a su
encuentro. Y en ese encuentro, Tomas realiza una de
las profesiones de fe mas profundas del Evangelio:
“Serior mio fr Dios mio” (Jn 20, 28). Este momento nos
ensefa que la duda, cuando se vive con sinceridad,
puede convertirse en un camino hacia una fe mas
madura.

El pasaje concluye con una bienaventuranza dirigida a
todos nosotros: “Dichosos los que creen sin haber
visto” (Jn 20, 29). Esta es nuestra realidad como
cristianos hoy. No hemos visto fisicamente a Cristo
resucitado, pero estamos llamados a creer en El a
través del testimonio, la Palabra y la experiencia viva
de la Iglesia. Este Evangelio nos Invita a preguntarnos:
¢En qué dreas de mi vida atn estoy en la oscuridad?
¢Qué “puertas cerradas” necesito abrir para dejar
entrar a Cristo? ;Estoy dispuesto a creer, incluso
cuando no tengo todas las respuestas?

La Resurreccién no es solo un acontecimiento del
pasado; es una realidad que transforma nuestro
presente. Cristo vive, y sigue saliendo a nuestro
encuentro en medio de nuestras dudas, miedos y
Pﬁsquedas, ofreciéndonos su paz y llamandonos a una
e viva.
