From Our Candidate to
the Permanent Diaconate

In today’s Gospel, we
witness the Holy Family in
a moment of urgency and
vulnerability. Joseph is
awakened by an angel and
instructed to take Mary and
the Child Jesus and flee to Egypt for safety. This
passage reminds us that God often guides us in quiet,

subtle ways, through inner promptings, moments of
clarity, or the encouragement of others. Like Joseph,
we are invited to listen attentively and respond with
trust, even when the path ahead is uncertain.

Joseph’s obedience speaks loudly without a single
recorded word. His willingness to act immediately
teaches us that faith is not only about believing, but
also about moving, sometimes quickly, when God calls.
Many of us face situations that require courage:
decisions concerning family, work, health, or faith.
Joseph demonstrates that true discipleship often
involves stepping into the unknown, trusting that God
goes before us.

The flight into Egypt also highlights God’s deep
concern for the vulnerable. Jesus Himself begins life as
a refugee, displaced and dependent on the protection of
His parents. This reminds us to open our hearts to
those who suffer, who are displaced, who seek safety or
hope. When we welcome and support the vulnerable,
we honor the Christ who once fled danger and relied
on the compassion of strangers.

Finally, Matthew tells us that these events fulfill
Scripture, showing us that nothing in God’s plan is
wasted or random. Even in moments of fear or
uncertainty, God is weaving a story of salvation. As we
reflect on this Gospel, may we ask for Joseph’s
courage, Mary’s faith, and Jesus’ presence in our own
journeys. May we trust that God is guiding us, even in
the unexpected places, toward his promise and his
peace.

La obediencia de José habla con una fuerza
impresionante, aun sin tener una sola palabra
registrada en la Escritura. Su disponibilidad
inmediata nos ensefa que la fe no solo se basa en
creer, sino también en actuar cuando Dios nos
llama. Muchos de nosotros enfrentamos decisiones
que requieren valentfa: asuntos familiares,
laborales, de salud o de fe. José nos muestra que el
discipulado auténtico implica, en ocasiones,
caminar hacia lo desconocido, confiando en que
Dios va delante de nosotros.

La huida a Egipto también nos recuerda la
cercania de Dios con los mas vulnerables. El
mismo Jestis comienza su vida como inmigrante,
desplazado y dependiente de la proteccién de sus
padres.

Contfiemos en que Dios nos gufa, incluso en lo
inesperado, hacia su promesa y su paz.
