Baptism: For children 7 years of age or younger, parents and
godparents (sponsors) must take a baptismal class. The child's
birth certificate and a letter of eligibility from the current
parish of the parents and godparents, if they are not attending
the Cathedral, are required. According to the precepts of the
church, all godparents must be 16 years of age or older,
practicing the faith, and have completed all of their sacraments.
It is possible to have only one sponsor. Baptism may be
received at any age. For unbaptized adults, formation is
available through the OCIA Program. 856-964-1580 EXT. 103

Religious Education: Our Religious Education program
prepares youth (ages 7-15) to receive Baptism, First
Communion (children 6 and older), and Confirmation

In any event, it is good to be back, and we have much
to celebrate! In a very special way, we welcome Bishop
Sullivan today, who is with us for our 11:30 Spanish
Mass as we celebrate together as a community the
feast of Our Lady of Altagracia (the actual feast day is
on 1/21), a special devotion to Mary from the
Dominican Republic. Something I have always loved
about the Altagracia image is how Mary gazes in
wonder upon the newborn Jesus, as light shines forth
out of Him.

This is a beautiful setup for the feast which we
celebrate on Monday: the Presentation of the Lord,
often referred to as “Candlemas”. On this day, we
celebrate the moment when Mary and Joseph present
Jesus to the Lord in the Temple, and the elderly holy
man Simeon proclaims Him “a light for revelation to
the Gentiles, and glory for your people Israel.” Because
Jesus is the light, the Church has an ancient tradition
of blessing candles on this day, which are reminders to
us of how Jesus is the light of the world, who shines in
the darkness.

So in these dark days in our world, both Our Lady of
Altagracia and the Presentation remind us to look to
Jesus, who is our light! May we come to Him always
and beg Him to illuminate our hearts and show us the
way to eternal life!

St. Blase: Blessing of Throats

On Wednesday February 3rd at the 12:05pm Mass, we
will have the blessing of throats. This tradition comes from
St. Blaise, a 3rd-century Armenian bishop known for his deep
faith, fervent love for God and his people, and a

reputation for working miracles even during his lifetime.
According to legend, a boy suffering from a fishbone lodged
in his throat—or another severe throat malady—was brought
to St Blaise as a last resort.
