Baptism: For children 7 years of age or younger, parents and 
godparents (sponsors) must take a baptismal class. The child's 
birth certificate and a letter of eligibility from the current           
parish of the parents and godparents, if they are not attending 
the Cathedral, are required. According to the precepts of the 
church, all godparents must be 16 years of age or older,         
practicing the faith, and have completed all of their sacraments. 
It is possible to have only one sponsor. Baptism may be          
received at any age. For unbaptized  adults, formation is               
available through the OCIA Program. 856-964-1580 EXT. 103 
 
Religious Education: Our Religious Education program  
prepares youth (ages 7-15) to receive Baptism, First                     
Communion (children 6 and older), and Confirmation 
(children 10 and older).  Please contact the religious education 
program at 856-964-1580 EXT. 103. For baptism, registration 
is open all year round. Call us and we will assist you. 
 
OCIA: Our OCIA program (Order of Christian Initiation for 
Adults) prepares youth (age 16 and older) and adults to receive       
baptism, first communion and confirmation. New registrations 
are taken throughout the year in our religious education office.    
  
Annulment and Marriage: The necessary preparation            
requires that an appointment be made with one of the priests or  
deacon. For more information about an annulments, you may 
also call the Diocese Tribunal Office: 856-583-6162. 
 
Anointing of the Sick: For extreme unction in the case of 
some who is near death, call day or night at 856-964-
1580 and press 2. Call us to schedule an appointment to      
receive the  sacrament before surgery or in case of serious  
mental or physical illness. For communion visits for sick or 
elderly parishioners who are unable to attend Mass, call us.  
 
Quinceañeras or Sweet 16: The young lady should have          
completed or be in preparation to complete her sacraments. If 
not, Father can offer a blessing for her and we invite her to 
enroll in our religious education program.

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From Our  

Parish Administrator  
 

As many of you are aware, I 
traveled to  Colombia with 
Bishop  Williams a few 
weeks ago for a special         
mission trip. While we were 
there, we received the news 
about the shooting of Renee 
Good and Alex Pretti and 
all of the tumult in                

Minneapolis and other parts of our country as a result 
of the ICE raids happening across the country. Bishop 
was very upset, especially given that the shooting took 
place only a few blocks away from his former parish. 
(Bishop Williams wrote a beautiful column in the Star 
Herald last week, which I highly recommend you all 
read!)

Being with him as we received all of this, and listening 
to the stories of so many of our parishioners who are 
afraid for themselves and their loved ones, I will admit 
that I as a shepherd have felt very powerless. What 
should I say? What can I even do, if anything? There 
are many people of good will here in our city who are 
here to help (for example, the County office of Hispanic 
Affairs is available to help at any time at урс-ннр-
ромн). Yet, what is the call of the Lord during these 
days filled with so much fear, division, and darkness? 
How can our faith guide us in the midst of these trying 
times? 
 
As I was praying about all of this, one particular              
passage from Scripture came to my mind: Psalm 27 
(sometimes 26, depending on your translation). In this 
Psalm, David consoles us with the beautiful words: 
òthe Lord is my light and my salvation; whom shall I 
fear? The Lord is the stronghold of my life; of whom 
should I be afraid?ó As the Psalm continues, it men-
tions how although enemies and chaos and darkness 
surround us on all sides, òyet will I be confidentéFor 
he will hide me in his shelter in the day of trouble.ó  
 
The Lord continually invites us to òSeek his faceó at all 
times and in all circumstances, for òone thing I have 
asked of the Lord, that will I seek after; that I may 
dwell in the house of the Lord all the days of my life.ó 
In these scary days, please know that we as a parish are 
WITH YOU and the Lord is WITH YOU. May we 
never allow fear to intimidate us, but continue to seek 
His face, for His perfect love casts out all fear! Perhaps 
we can all pray with Psalm 27 these days to be remind-
ed of the Lordõs goodness. May we all continue to pray 
for and support each other. òWait for the Lord; be 
strong, and let your heart take courage; yes, wait for

(El Obispo Williams 
escribió una hermosa columna en el Star Herald la   
semana pasada, ¡que les recomiendo encarecidamente 
que lean!).

Al estar con él cuando recibimos todas estas noticias y 
escuchar las historias de tantos feligreses que temen 
por sí mismos y por sus seres queridos, debo admitir 
que, como pastor, me he sentido muy impotente. ¿Qué 
puedo decir? ¿Qué puedo hacer, si es que puedo hacer 
algo? Hay muchas personas de buena voluntad aquí en 
nuestra ciudad que están dispuestas a ayudar (por 
ejemplo, la Oficina de Asuntos Hispanos del Condado 
está disponible para ayudar en cualquier momento en el 
урс-ннр-ромн). Sin embargo, ¿cuál es el llamado del 
Señor durante estos días llenos de tanto miedo,              
división y oscuridad? ¿Cómo puede nuestra fe guiarnos 
en medio de estos tiempos difíciles? 
 
Mientras oraba por todo esto, me vino a la mente un 
pasaje concreto de las Escrituras: el Salmo 27 (a veces 
el 26, dependiendo de la traducción). En este salmo, 
David nos consuela con estas hermosas palabras: «El 
Señor es mi luz y mi salvación; ¿a quién temeré? El 
Señor es la fortaleza de mi vida; ¿de quién tendré             
miedo?». A medida que avanza el salmo, menciona   
cómo, aunque los enemigos, el caos y la oscuridad nos 
rodean por todos lados, «sin embargo, estaré seguro... 
Porque él me esconderá en su refugio en el día de la 
adversidad». 
 
El Señor nos invita continuamente a «buscar su                   
rostro» en todo momento y en todas las circunstancias, 
porque «una cosa he pedido al Señor, y eso buscaré: 
que pueda morar en la casa del Señor todos los días de 
mi vida». 
 
En estos días aterradores, sepan que nosotros, como 
parroquia, estamos CON USTEDES y que el Señor 
está CON USTEDES. Que nunca permitamos que el 
miedo nos intimide, sino que sigamos buscando su           
rostro, ¡porque su amor perfecto expulsa todo temor! 
Quizás todos podamos rezar con el Salmo 27 estos días 
para recordar la bondad del Señor. Que todos sigamos 
rezando y apoyándonos unos a otros. «Espera al Señor;
