Baptism: For children 7 years of age or younger, parents and
godparents (sponsors) must take a baptismal class. The child's
birth certificate and a letter of eligibility from the current
parish of the parents and godparents, if they are not attending
the Cathedral, are required. According to the precepts of the
church, all godparents must be 16 years of age or older,
practicing the faith, and have completed all of their sacraments.
It is possible to have only one sponsor. Baptism may be
received at any age. For unbaptized adults, formation is
available through the OCIA Program. 856-964-1580 EXT. 103

Religious Education: Our Religious Education program
prepares youth (ages 7-15) to receive Baptism, First
Communion (children 6 and older), and Confirmation
(children 10 and older). Please contact the religious education
program at 856-964-1580 EXT. 103. For baptism, registration
is open all year round. Call us and we will assist you.

OCIA: Our OCIA program (Order of Christian Initiation for

Adults) prepares youth (age 16 and older) and adults to receive
baptism, first communion and confirmation. New registrations
are taken throughout the year in our religious education office.

Annulment and Marriage: The necessary preparation
requires that an appointment be made with one of the priests or
deacon. For more information about an annulments, you may
also call the Diocese Tribunal Office: 856-583-6162.

Anointing of the Sick: For extreme unction in the case of
some who is near death, call day or night at 856-964-
1580 and press 2. Call us to schedule an appointment to
receive the sacrament before surgery or in case of serious
mental or physical illness. For communion visits for sick or
elderly parishioners who are unable to attend Mass, call us.

Quinceaiieras or Sweet 16: The young lady should have
completed or be in preparation to complete her sacraments. If
not, Father can offer a blessing for her and we invite her to
enroll in our religious education program.

Funerals: In order to plan as best as possible, we ask that the
funeral home or the family member in charge of
arrangements call us.

From Our Rector

As we turn the page into a
New Year, we look forward
with faith and hope to all
that God has planned for us.
In the Catholic Church, the
Christmas Season

culminates with the
Epiphany of the Lord. This powerful feast celebrates
the revelation of Jesus Christ as the long-awaited
Savior, not just for the Jewish people, but for all
nations—represented by the arrival of the Magi, the
“wise men from the East.”

The Magi’s gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh are a
profound testament to Jesus’; identity. Gold
acknowledges Him as King. Frankincense honors Him
as God. Myrrh foreshadows His suffering and death for
our salvation. May we, like the Magi, allow the light of
Christ to guide our lives throughout this new year,
seeking Him and offering Him our own gifts of faith,
prayer, and service.

In what way will you allow the light of Christ to shine
forth from your family this New Year? Our parish is
blessed with many different cultures. How are we
going to celebrate this amazing day? The Epiphany is
celebrated worldwide with rich cultural traditions that
highlight its universal meaning. Here are a few options
from our Polish and Puerto Rican brothers and sisters
if you are looking to start some new traditions.

In Poland, they would have the Swigto Trzech Kréli
(Feast of the Three Kings). This day is marked by the
blessing of chalk, incense, and gold at Mass. A
beautiful and enduring tradition is the blessing of
homes with the blessed chalk. Families will inscribe the
following, often on the main doorpost:

20+ C+M+ B+ 26

This inscription has two beautiful meanings. It marks
the initials of the Magi: Caspar, Melchior, and
Balthazar (or K+M+B for the Polish spelling of
Kacper). More profoundly, it is an abbreviation of the
Latin phrase “Christus Mansionem Benedicat” meaning
“May Christ bless this house.” The crosses separate the
letters, and the numbers mark the current year,
dedicating the home and the new year to Christ’ s
protection.

In Puerto Rico, as in many Spanish-speaking countries,
they celebrate the Dia de Reyes (Day of Kings). They
make sure to have grass for the camels of the magi. On
the eve of Three Kings Day (January 5th), children fill
a shoebox with fresh grass and place it under their
beds. This grass is food for the Magi’s animals. The
Gifts: During the night, the Kings “Los Reyes Magos”
leave gifts for the children near the shoebox, having
been sustained by the grass. They also have many
different colorful parades featuring the Kings and large
family gatherings that include traditional foods like
pernil (roast pork) and pasteles. The entire Christmas
season often extends through Las Octavitas (the octave
tollowing Epiphany).

As we embrace the promise of the New Year, let us
reflect on the great mystery of the Epiphany—that
God revealed His Son to the whole world. May the
peace and blessing of Christ fill your home!

Que, al igual que los Reyes Magos,
permitamos que la luz de Cristo guie nuestras vidas a lo
largo de este nuevo afio, buscdndolo y ofreciéndole
nuestros propios dones de fe, oracién y servicio.

¢De qué manera permitiras que la luz de Cristo brille
en tu familia este Afio Nuevo? Nuestra parroquia tiene
la bendicién de contar con muchas culturas diferentes.
¢Cémo vamos a celebrar este dfa tan especial? La
Epifania se celebra en todo el mundo con ricas
tradiciones culturales que resaltan su significado
universal. Aqui hay algunas opciones de nuestros
hermanos y hermanas polacos y puertorriquefios si
estds buscando comenzar nuevas tradiciones.

En Polonia, celebran el Swigto Trzech Kréli (Fiesta de
los Tres Reyes). Este dfa se caracteriza por la bendicién
de la tiza, el incienso y el oro en la misa. Una tradicién
hermosa y duradera es la bendicién de los hogares con
la tiza bendita. Las familias suelen escribir lo siguiente
en el marco de la puerta principal:

20+ C+M+ B+ 26

Esta inscripcién tiene dos hermosos significados. Marca
las iniciales de los Reyes Magos: Gaspar, Melchor y
Baltasar (o K+M+DB para la ortografia polaca de
KRacper). Mas profundamente, es una abreviatura de la
frase latina «Christus Mansionem Benedicat», que
significa «Que Cristo bendiga esta casa». Las cruces
separan las letras y los nimeros marcan el afio en
curso, dedicando el hogar y el nuevo afio a la proteccién
de Cristo.

En Puerto Rico, al igual que en muchos paises de habla
hispana, se celebra el Dia de Reyes. Se aseguran de
tener hierba para los camellos de los Reyes Magos. En
la vispera del Dia de Reyes (5 de enero), los nifios
llenan una caja de zapatos con hierba fresca y la colocan
debajo de sus camas. Esta hierba es el alimento para los
animales de los Reyes Magos. Los regalos: Durante la
noche, los Reyes Magos dejan regalos para los nifios
cerca de la caja de zapatos, después de haberse
alimentado de la hierba. También hay muchos desfiles
coloridos con los Reyes Magos y grandes reuniones
familiares en las que se sirven platos tradicionales como
el pernil (cerdo asado) y los pasteles. La temporada
navidefia suele prolongarse hasta Las Octavitas (la
octava después de la Epifania).
