Baptism: For children 7 years of age or younger, parents and 
godparents (sponsors) must take a baptismal class. The child's 
birth certificate and a letter of eligibility from the current           
parish of the parents and godparents, if they are not attending 
the Cathedral, are required. According to the precepts of the 
church, all godparents must be 16 years of age or older,         
practicing the faith, and have completed all of their sacraments. 
It is possible to have only one sponsor. Baptism may be          
received at any age. For unbaptized  adults, formation is               
available through the OCIA Program. 856-964-1580 EXT. 103 
 
Religious Education: Our Religious Education program  
prepares youth (ages 7-15) to receive Baptism, First                     
Communion (children 6 and older), and Confirmation 
(children 10 and older).  Please contact the religious education 
program at 856-964-1580 EXT. 103. For baptism, registration 
is open all year round. Call us and we will assist you. 
 
OCIA: Our OCIA program (Order of Christian Initiation for 
Adults) prepares youth (age 16 and older) and adults to receive       
baptism, first communion and confirmation. New registrations 
are taken throughout the year in our religious education office.    
  
Annulment and Marriage: The necessary preparation            
requires that an appointment be made with one of the priests or  
deacon. For more information about an annulments, you may 
also call the Diocese Tribunal Office: 856-583-6162. 
 
Anointing of the Sick: For extreme unction in the case of 
some who is near death, call day or night at 856-964-
1580 and press 2. Call us to schedule an appointment to      
receive the  sacrament before surgery or in case of serious  
mental or physical illness. For communion visits for sick or 
elderly parishioners who are unable to attend Mass, call us.  
 
Quinceañeras or Sweet 16: The young lady should have          
completed or be in preparation to complete her sacraments. If 
not, Father can offer a blessing for her and we invite her to 
enroll in our religious education program.  
 
Funerals: In order to plan as best as possible, we ask that the 
funeral home or the family member in charge of                     
arrangements call us.

From our Candidate to 
The Permanent Diaconate 

 
In todayõs Gospel, Jesus            
encounters a man blind from 
birth and immediately 
challenges a way of thinking 
that still exists today: the 
assumption that suffering 

must be someoneõs fault. The disciples ask, òWho 
sinned?ó but Jesus shifts the focus away from blame and 
toward revelation. This manõs blindness is not a                 
punishment; it becomes the place where Godõs work will 
be made visible. Jesus teaches us that human suffering is 
not a riddle to be solved with judgment, but a sacred 
space where God desires to act. 
 
Jesus then does something unexpected. He uses clay and 
saliva, earthly, messy, humble elements, and sends the 
man to wash. Healing unfolds through obedience and 
trust. The man does not argue or demand explanations; 
he goes, washes, and returns able to see. His physical 
sight is restored, but something even deeper begins to 
happen: he grows in courage, clarity, and faith. 
 
As the story unfolds, we see a striking contrast. The man 
who was once blind becomes increasingly bold in his            
witness, while those who claim to òseeó, the Pharisees, 
grow more rigid and resistant. The healed man does not 
have all the answers. His testimony is simple and honest: 
òOne thing I do know is that I was blind and now I see.ó 
This is the heart of discipleship. Faith does not always 
begin with perfect understanding, but with a truthful     
encounter with Christ. 
 
Fear plays a powerful role in this Gospel. The parents, 
afraid of being expelled from the synagogue, distance 
themselves from their sonõs healing. The Pharisees,          
fearful of losing control and authority, reject the very 
sign that points to Godõs action. The man who was 
healed, however, risks everything, status, belonging,           
security, to stand by the truth of what Jesus has done for 
him. When he is cast out, Jesus seeks him, finds him, and 
reveals himself fully. Rejection by the world leads to 
deeper communion with Christ. 
 
Jesus ends with a sobering warning: true blindness is not 
the inability to see, but the refusal to admit that we need 
healing. Those who know they are blind are open to 
grace; those who insist they already see close themselves 
off from conversion. 
 
As parishioners of the Cathedral of the Immaculate             
Conception, this Gospel invites us to examine our own 
sight. Where might we still be blaming, judging, or  
clinging to certainty instead of allowing God to work? 
Where might fear be keeping us silent about what Christ 
has done in our lives? And are we willing to say, with 
humility and trust, òLord, I do believeó? Jesus remains the 
Light of the world. When we allow him to touch the  
places of darkness in our lives, when we are honest about 
our blindness, he opens our eyes, not only to see him 
more clearly, but to live more faithfully as his witnesses.
