Baptism: For children 7 years of age or younger, parents and 
godparents (sponsors) must take a baptismal class. The child's 
birth certificate and a letter of eligibility from the current           
parish of the parents and godparents, if they are not attending 
the Cathedral, are required. According to the precepts of the 
church, all godparents must be 16 years of age or older,         
practicing the faith, and have completed all of their sacraments. 
It is possible to have only one sponsor. Baptism may be          
received at any age. For unbaptized  adults, formation is               
available through the OCIA Program. 856-964-1580 EXT. 103 
 
Religious Education: Our Religious Education program  
prepares youth (ages 7-15) to receive Baptism, First                     
Communion (children 6 and older), and Confirmation 
(children 10 and older).  Please contact the religious education 
program at 856-964-1580 EXT. 103. For baptism, registration 
is open all year round. Call us and we will assist you. 
 
OCIA: Our OCIA program (Order of Christian Initiation for 
Adults) prepares youth (age 16 and older) and adults to receive       
baptism, first communion and confirmation. New registrations 
are taken throughout the year in our religious education office.    
  
Annulment and Marriage: The necessary preparation            
requires that an appointment be made with one of the priests or  
deacon. For more information about an annulments, you may 
also call the Diocese Tribunal Office: 856-583-6162. 
 
Anointing of the Sick: For extreme unction in the case of 
some who is near death, call day or night at 856-964-
1580 and press 2. Call us to schedule an appointment to      
receive the  sacrament before surgery or in case of serious  
mental or physical illness. For communion visits for sick or 
elderly parishioners who are unable to attend Mass, call us.  
 
Quinceañeras or Sweet 16: The young lady should have          
completed or be in preparation to complete her sacraments. If 
not, Father can offer a blessing for her and we invite her to 
enroll in our religious education program.  
 
Funerals: In order to plan as best as possible, we ask that the 
funeral home or the family member in charge of                     
arrangements call us.

And when he entered            

Jerusalem the whole city 

was shaken and asked, 

"Who is this?"  

 

Today, as we celebrate Palm Sunday, the day on which 

Jesus entered Jerusalem in triumph, I am very struck 

by this line in the opening Gospel, as many wonder at 

who He is. Each Sunday this Lent, we have seen              

different aspects of who Jesus is: He is the one who 

resists the temptations of the evil one, the one who 

shines forth the glory of God in the Transfiguration, 

the one who knows our hearts and forgives the sins of 

our past, the one who gives sight to the blind, and the 

one who even raises the dead. It is for all of these                

reasons that the crowds welcome Him with joy and 

solemnity. 

 

Yet, as we see so clearly today, the human heart can be 

very fickle, and the crowds which welcome Him in             

glory quickly change their tone and call for His death. 

As we hear today in Saint Matthewõs account of Jesusõ 

passion, this same Jesus who worked so many wonders 

remains quiet before the mockery and false accusations 

of the people. Is He who He says He is? Did the Father 

abandon Him? Has the Father abandoned us? 

We know that the answer to this question is a         

resounding NO. We know that the truth is the                  

opposite; for in the very moment when it seems that all 

hope is lost, Jesus shows His glory from His throne of 

the cross, leading the centurion to declare: òTruly, this 

was the Son of God!ó 

 

As we enter into this most holy week of the year, may 

we all ask ourselves this same question: òWho is this?ó 

Who is Jesus? Please come join us not only today and 

on Easter, but for the whole sacred Paschal Triduum: 

Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and the Easter Vigil! As 

we remember the events where Jesus saved us this 

week, may we all be filled with wonder and awe at the 

infinite love and goodness of God, which He reveals to 

us in Jesus Christ our Lord!
