Baptism: For children 7 years of age or younger, parents and 
godparents (sponsors) must take a baptismal class. The child's 
birth certificate and a letter of eligibility from the current           
parish of the parents and godparents, if they are not attending 
the Cathedral, are required. According to the precepts of the 
church, all godparents must be 16 years of age or older,         
practicing the faith, and have completed all of their sacraments. 
It is possible to have only one sponsor. Baptism may be          
received at any age. For unbaptized  adults, formation is               
available through the OCIA Program. 856-964-1580 EXT. 103 
 
Religious Education: Our Religious Education program  
prepares youth (ages 7-15) to receive Baptism, First                     
Communion (children 6 and older), and Confirmation 
(children 10 and older).  Please contact the religious education 
program at 856-964-1580 EXT. 103. For baptism, registration 
is open all year round. Call us and we will assist you. 
 
OCIA: Our OCIA program (Order of Christian Initiation for 
Adults) prepares youth (age 16 and older) and adults to receive       
baptism, first communion and confirmation. New registrations 
are taken throughout the year in our religious education office.    
  
Annulment and Marriage: The necessary preparation            
requires that an appointment be made with one of the priests or  
deacon. For more information about an annulments, you may 
also call the Diocese Tribunal Office: 856-583-6162. 
 
Anointing of the Sick: For extreme unction in the case of 
some who is near death, call day or night at 856-964-
1580 and press 2. Call us to schedule an appointment to      
receive the  sacrament before surgery or in case of serious  
mental or physical illness. For communion visits for sick or 
elderly parishioners who are unable to attend Mass, call us.  
 
Quinceañeras or Sweet 16: The young lady should have          
completed or be in preparation to complete her sacraments. If 
not, Father can offer a blessing for her and we invite her to 
enroll in our religious education program.

This past week,  Bishop 
Williams met with a 
large group of leaders 
throughout the diocese 
who have recently            
participated in an              
initiative of formation 

called the òSchool of Discipleship,ó including a group 
of some of our parishioners. At the meeting, Bishop 
shared with us his hopes and dreams for how we can                    
respond to the Lordõs call to evangelize the people of 
South Jersey.  
 
Following the example of our last several Popes, he 
emphasized how ALL of us, by virtue of the                    
Sacraments of Baptism and Confirmation, are called 
to share in the mission of preaching the Gospel. Not 
SOME of us, but ALL of us! 
 
Today, as we celebrate Pentecost, we hear about how 
after the Holy Spirit came down upon the first           
disciples of Jesus, everything was different. Instead 
of hiding away in fear, they stepped out in boldness 
to share the Good News. We believe that what        
happened to them at Pentecost also happens to us in 
Confirmation, as the Catechist states: òIt is evident 
from its celebration that the effect of the sacrament 
of Confirmation is the full outpouring of the Holy 
Spirit as once granted to the apostles on the day of 
Pentecost.ó (CCC 1302) We were given the same 
Spirit as them, and have been entrusted with the 
same mission. Yet, why havenõt we been filled with 
apostolic boldness? Why are we still so afraid to 
speak of our faith with the people we love, let alone 
all the nations? 
 
At the meeting with Bishop Williams, he reminded 
us that Spirit-given missionary zeal is always the 
fruit of prayer and intimacy with the Lord. It is not a 
coincidence that Jesus sent the Holy Spirit first to 
those who knew Him best, who also were together at 
prayer when He came. The interior fire of prayer 
always comes before the exterior fire of                              
evangelization.  The call for us is the same: to seek 
closeness with Jesus before anything else, so that we 
too might allow the gifts of His Spirit to be                       
unleashed in us!

Dedicated to Our Lady of the 
Immaculate Conception, the church opened for worship in 
July 1866. On May 27, 1893, the Church was consecrated. 
The church later became the Cathedral of the Immaculate 
Conception when it was integrated into the newly formed      

Diocese of Camden on December 9, 1937.
