ã They attend Holy Mass.  

ã Letter of eligibility from their parish.  

ã Attend baptismal class.

Sacrament of Marriage:  Necessary preparation   
requires that an appointment be made with one of 
our priests or deacon. Please call the rectory.                 
Arrangements should be made at least 1 year to the 
date desired.  
 
Sacrament of the Sick: Priests may be called day or 
night for anointing of the extremely sick or dying. 
EMERGENCY LINE: call the rectory and press 2.  
Parishioners homebound & in need of visitation for 
Holy Communion, please call the rectory during 
business hours. If your loved one is hospitalized, 
speak to hospitalõs  pastoral care.  
 
Quinceañeras or Sweet 16: The young lady should 
have completed or be in preparation to complete all 
her sacraments.   
 
Funerals: Funeral arrangements are typically made 
through the funeral home. The family member in 
charge of arrangements may contact us.

If today were not a Sunday, 

September 29th would              

normally be the feast day of 

the holy archangels: Saints 

Michael, Gabriel, and              

Raphael. These are the 

three main messengers of 

God who we hear of in Scripture, and the only  

angels who are mentioned by name. I have always 

been fascinated by them, as they are among the 

only saints in the Catholic Church who are not 

even human!  Today I would like to direct our  

attention especially to Saint Michael. The name 

òMichaeló comes from the Hebrew meaning òwho 

is like Godó, emphasizing his obedience to God. 

That is certainly high praise!  

 

Saint Michael appears a few times throughout the          

Bible in both the Old and New Testaments,           

especially in the book of Daniel and the book of 

Revelation. Every time he appears, it is in a role of 

protecting and defending Godõs people amid the 

battles against evil. Throughout our Churchõs  

history and tradition, we have always turned to 

Saint Michael to protect us from all of the                

spiritual attacks which we encounter more than 

we probably realize. 

 

With this in mind, I find it very beautiful that 

Saint Michael is recognized as the patron saint of 

police  officers, who like Michael, seek to protect 

us and guard us. Perhaps on this feast day, we can 

pray in a special way for all of our police who        

constantly put their lives in danger to keep us 

safe! 
St. Michael the Archangel, 

defend us in battle. 

Be our defense against the wickedness  

and snares of the Devil. 

May God rebuke him, we humbly pray, 

and do thou, 

O Prince of the heavenly hosts, 

by the power of God, 

cast into hell Satan, 

and all the evil spirits, 

who prowl about the world 

seeking the ruin of souls.
